President & CEO of Special Olympics Ontario

Glenn MacDonell has been the President & CEO of Special Olympics Ontario since 1990. With over 25 years of experience in working with people with intellectual disabilities, Glenn is an active sport enthusiast and views Special Olympics as an important tool in advancing the aims of people with an intellectual disability. Special Olympics Ontario is 96% self-funded with a well-balanced revenue mix and numerous associations and corporate affiliations. 

Under Glenn’s guidance, the organization has more than tripled its fundraising ($6,000,000 annually) and athlete recruitment, now serving over 16,000 athletes in Ontario. Fundamental to Special Olympics’ success is the fact that “we treat our athletes as athletes”, says MacDonell. In the words of Dr. Frank Hayden, the “Father” of Special Olympics: “It’s not sport unless there is some risk. We expect effort, training and performance. As an organization we have really made it when we treat them as equals.”

Glenn credits the growth and success of Special Olympics Ontario to effective team building and commitment to the cause. “We (Special Olympics Ontario) have over 6,000 registered volunteers and a small diversified staff made up of both full and part-time professionals supporting the organization; it’s a matter of leadership, not direction in ensuring our continued progress.”
